THE LORD JESUS CHRIST (CONTINUED)
LESSON 2

E.
As stated in lesson 1, the name “Jesus” was given to the perfect, sinless human being that was born of the Virgin Mary.  In this lesson we will discover that “Jesus”, the son of the Virgin Mary, was also the only begotten (human being) Son of God, thereby making Him the only perfect, sinless human being, fit to be the body that God “The Christ” would dwell in.  The God that lived within the flesh and blood temple that we identify as Jesus is “The Christ”.  Mary was not the mother of “The Christ”, for “Christ” existed from the beginning, long before the virgin Mary was born.  “Christ” is the name that identifies the deity (Spirit or Nature of the Father) that came to earth and lived within the man “Jesus”.  This is that which is spoken of in John 1:1-5 and John 1:10-14.  John 1:1-5 (KJV)  "In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. {2} The same was in the beginning with God. {3} All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made. {4} In him was life; and the life was the light of men. {5} And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not."  John 1:10-14 (KJV)  "He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not. {11} He came unto his own, and his own received him not. {12} But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: {13} Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God. {14} And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth."  Now let’s look at a few scriptures that specifically identify the deity of the “Christ” that resided within the perfect, sinless human being “Jesus”.

1.
1 Timothy 3:16 (KJV)  "And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory."

2.
Matthew 1:23 (KJV)  "Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us." 

3.
Matthew 16:15-16 (KJV)  "He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? {16} And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God." 

4.
John 20:28 (KJV)  "And Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my God." 

F.
Jesus Himself gave testimony that He was the “Christ”.

1.
John 14:6 (KJV)  "Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me." 

2.
John 8:57-58 (KJV)  "Then said the Jews unto him, Thou art not yet fifty years old, and hast thou seen Abraham? {58} Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I am." 

3.
John 10:34-38 (KJV)  "Jesus answered them, Is it not written in your law, I said, Ye are gods? {35} If he called them gods, unto whom the word of God came, and the scripture cannot be broken; {36} Say ye of him, whom the Father hath sanctified, and sent into the world, Thou blasphemest; because I said, I am the Son of God? {37} If I do not the works of my Father, believe me not. {38} But if I do, though ye believe not me, believe the works: that ye may know, and believe, that the Father is in me, and I in him." 

4.
John 11:25-26 (KJV)  "Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: {26} And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this?" 

5.
John 4:25-26 (KJV)  "The woman saith unto him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things. {26} Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he."

In lesson 1 we established the fact of the humanity of “Jesus the man” and thus far in this lesson, we have established the fact of the deity of “Jesus the Christ”.  Now let’s look at some of the scriptures where “Jesus the Christ” was emphatically being revealed as God. 

1.
Jesus Christ: being revealed as the “Creator”. 
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a.
John 1:3 (KJV)  "All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made." 

b.
Colossians 1:16-17 (KJV)  "For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him: {17} And he is before all things, and by him all things consist." 

2.
Jesus Christ: being revealed as the “Savior”. 

a.
Luke 2:11 (KJV)  "For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord." 

b.
1 John 4:14 (KJV)  "And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the Son to be the Saviour of the world." 

3.
Jesus Christ: being revealed as the “Mediator” between God and man. 

a.
(Holman’s Bible Dictionary - The Greek word used for mediator in the New Testament bore several ideas. Primarily, it meant an umpire or peacemaker who came between two contestants, a negotiator who established a certain relationship, or some neutral person who could guarantee an agreement reached. 

(1)
1 Timothy 2:4-5 (KJV)  "Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. {5} For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;"

(2)
Hebrews 9:13-15 (KJV)  "For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh: {14} How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? {15} And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance." 

4.
Jesus Christ: being revealed as the “Head” of the church. 

a.
Ephesians 1:22-23 (KJV)  "And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the church, {23} Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all." 

b.
Colossians 1:18 (KJV)  "And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence." 

5.
Jesus Christ: being revealed as the “Life Giver”. 

a.
John 10:28 (KJV)  "And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand." 

b.
John 17:2 (KJV)  "As thou hast given him power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him." 

6.
Jesus Christ: being revealed as the “Forgiver” of sins. 

a.
Luke 7:41-50 (KJV)  "There was a certain creditor which had two debtors: the one owed five hundred pence, and the other fifty. {42} And when they had nothing to pay, he frankly forgave them both. Tell me therefore, which of them will love him most? {43} Simon answered and said, I suppose that he, to whom he forgave most. And he said unto him, Thou hast rightly judged. {44} And he turned to the woman, and said unto Simon, Seest thou this woman? I entered into thine house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: but she hath washed my feet with tears, and wiped them with the hairs of her head. {45} Thou gavest me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss my feet. {46} My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed my feet with ointment. {47} Wherefore I say unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loved much: but to whom little is forgiven, the same loveth little. {48} And he said unto her, Thy sins are forgiven. {49} And they that sat at meat with him began to say within themselves, Who is this that forgiveth sins also? {50} And he said to the woman, Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace." 
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b.
Mark 2:5-11 (KJV)  " When Jesus saw their faith, he said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, thy sins be forgiven thee. {6} But there were certain of the scribes sitting there, and reasoning in their hearts, {7} Why doth this man thus speak blasphemies? who can forgive sins but God only? {8} And immediately when Jesus perceived in his spirit that they so reasoned within themselves, he said unto them, Why reason ye these things in your hearts? {9} Whether is it easier to say to the sick of the palsy, Thy sins be forgiven thee; or to say, Arise, and take up thy bed, and walk? {10} But that ye may know that the Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins, (he saith to the sick of the palsy,) {11} I say unto thee, Arise, and take up thy bed, and go thy way into thine house." 

7.
Jesus Christ: being revealed as the “Resurrection” and the “Life”. 

a.
John 6:40 (KJV)  "And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day." 

b.
John 11:25 (KJV)  "Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live:" 

c.
1 Thessalonians 4:16 (KJV)  "For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:" 

8.
Jesus Christ: being revealed as the “Fullness” of the Godhead. 

a.
Colossians 1:13-19 (KJV)  "Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: {14} In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins: {15} Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: {16} For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him: {17} And he is before all things, and by him all things consist. {18} And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence. {19} For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell;" 

b.
Colossians 2:9 (KJV)  "For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily."
