PUTTING ON THE LORD JESUS CHRIST (CONTINUED)
LESSON 26
A.
The total make up of the Lord Jesus Christ can be expressed as His power, His authority and His character.  In our previous lesson we learned about the character of Jesus.  In this lesson we continue with paragraph A from the previous lesson as we continue to learn about putting on the character of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Although there are many scriptures that reveal the character of the Lord Jesus Christ, I believe that Galatians 5:22-23 contains the most comprehensive description of all.  (Galatians 5:22-23 KJV)  "But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, {23} Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law."  We covered the attributes of love, joy, peace and longsuffering in the last lesson so we will begin this lesson with the attribute of gentleness.  If you missed lesson 25, it would be a good idea to study it before continuing with this lesson.

The fifth attribute of the character of the Lord Jesus Christ is gentleness.
a.
(Psalms 18:30-35 KJV)  "As for God, his way is perfect: the word of the LORD is tried: he is a buckler to all those that trust in him. {31} For who is God save the LORD? or who is a rock save our God? {32} It is God that girdeth me with strength, and maketh my way perfect. {33} He maketh my feet like hinds' feet, and setteth me upon my high places. {34} He teacheth my hands to war, so that a bow of steel is broken by mine arms. {35} Thou hast also given me the shield of thy salvation: and thy right hand hath holden me up, and thy gentleness hath made me great."

(2 Corinthians 10:1 KJV)  "Now I Paul myself beseech you by the meekness and gentleness of Christ, who in presence am base among you, but being absent am bold toward you:" 
c.
(Isaiah 40:10-11 KJV)  "Behold, the Lord GOD will come with strong hand, and his arm shall rule for him: behold, his reward is with him, and his work before him. {11} He shall feed his flock like a shepherd: he shall gather the lambs with his arm, and carry them in his bosom, and shall gently lead those that are with young." 
6.
The sixth attribute of the character of the Lord Jesus Christ is goodness. 
a.
(Psalms 25:8 KJV)  "Good and upright is the LORD: therefore will he teach sinners in the way." 
b.
(Romans 2:1-4 KJV)  " Or despisest thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance?" 
c.
(Acts 10:38 KJV)  "How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him." 
7.
The seventh attribute of the character of the Lord Jesus Christ is faith. 
a.
(Galatians 2:20 KJV)  "I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me." 
b.
(Revelation 14:12 KJV)  "Here is the patience of the saints: here are they that keep the commandments of God, and the faith of Jesus." 
c.
(Hebrews 12:1-4 KJV)  "Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us, {2} Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. {3} For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. {4} Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin."

The eighth attribute of the character of the Lord Jesus Christ is meekness. 
a.
(2 Corinthians 10:1 KJV)  "Now I Paul myself beseech you by the meekness and gentleness of Christ, who in presence am base among you, but being absent am bold toward you:"

(Matthew 11:29 KJV)  "Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls." 
9.
The ninth attribute of the character of the Lord Jesus Christ is temperance. 
a.
(Acts 24:24-25 KJV)  "And after certain days, when Felix came with his wife Drusilla, which was a Jewess, he sent for Paul, and heard him concerning the faith in Christ. {25} And as he reasoned of righteousness, temperance, and judgment to come, Felix trembled, and answered, Go thy way for this time; when I have a convenient season, I will call for thee." 
b.
(2 Peter 1:5-9 KJV)  "And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge; {6} And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness; {7} And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity. {8} For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. {9} But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged from his old sins." 
c.
(Titus 2:2 KJV)  "That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience."
