GIFTS OF HEALING
LESSON 5

1 Corinthians 12:8-10 (KJV)  "For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the same Spirit; {9} To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit; {10} To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues:"

A.
Definition of the Gifts of Healing.

1.
One of the nine gifts of the Holy Spirit and one of the three power gifts.  The Gifts of Healing are the divine abilities that are given to believers for the purpose of ministering healing to the physical body.

B.
Gifts of Healing, just like all the other gifts of the Spirit, were not resident in believers before that first Pentecost immediately following the resurrection of Christ.  Prior to His final ascension, Jesus told His disciples that they were to wait at Jerusalem until they received power from on high.  He also told them that they would receive this power, after they were baptized in the Holy Spirit.  When this took place, many of the disciples began to function in the various gifts of the Spirit, including Gifts of Healing.  Take note that it is Gifts of Healing and not gift of healing.

C.
Since Jesus indicated that the power would come after they were baptized in the Holy Spirit, we can say that all believers that are baptized in the Holy Spirit have the potential for the Holy Spirit to use them in the gifts.  At the same time we can say that not all believers who have been baptized in the Holy Spirit have received the Gifts of Healing. 

1.
1 Corinthians 12:11 (KJV)  "But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will." 

2.
1 Corinthians 12:30 (KJV)  "Have all the gifts of healing? do all speak with tongues? do all interpret?" 

D.
A quick study of the book of Acts reveals that Gifts of Healing were actively functioning in the church after believers were baptized in the Holy Spirit. 

1.
Acts 3:1-7 (KJV)  "Now Peter and John went up together into the temple at the hour of prayer, being the ninth hour. 2 And a certain man lame from his mother's womb was carried, whom they laid daily at the gate of the temple which is called Beautiful, to ask alms of them that entered into the temple; 3 Who seeing Peter and John about to go into the temple asked an alms. 4 And Peter, fastening his eyes upon him with John, said, Look on us. . 5 And he gave heed unto them, expecting to receive something of them. 6 Then Peter said, Silver and gold have I none; but such as I have give I thee: In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth rise up and walk. 7 And he took him by the right hand, and lifted him up: and immediately his feet and ankle bones received strength." 

2.
Acts 5:15-16 (KJV)  "Insomuch that they brought forth the sick into the streets, and laid them on beds and couches, that at the least the shadow of Peter passing by might overshadow some of them. 16 There came also a multitude out of the cities round about unto Jerusalem, bringing sick folks, and them which were vexed with unclean spirits: and they were healed every one." 

3.
Acts 8:5-7 (KJV)  "Then Philip went down to the city of Samaria, and preached Christ unto them. 6 And the people with one accord gave heed unto those things which Philip spake, hearing and seeing the miracles which he did. 7 For unclean spirits, crying with loud voice, came out of many that were possessed with them: and many taken with palsies, and that were lame, were healed."

Acts 9:34 (KJV)  "And Peter said unto him, Aeneas, Jesus Christ maketh thee whole: arise, and make thy bed. And he arose immediately." 

5.
Acts 14:8-10 (KJV)  "And there sat a certain man at Lystra, impotent in his feet, being a cripple from his mother's womb, who never had walked: 9 The same heard Paul speak: who stedfastly beholding him, and perceiving that he had faith to be healed, 10 Said with a loud voice, Stand upright on thy feet. And he leaped and walked." 
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6.
Acts 28:8 (KJV)  "And it came to pass, that the father of Publius lay sick of a fever and of a bloody flux: to whom Paul entered in, and prayed, and laid his hands on him, and healed him." 

E.
Even though someone may be the instrument through which a healing is performed, that alone doesn't necessarily mean that they are sent from God or that they are the recipients of the Gifts of Healing.  This is where many believers seem to get mixed up in their thinking.  We must remember that there are two sources of supernatural phenomenon: good & evil.  If the person performing the healing, professes Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior and they live their life consistent with the Word of God, and the ministry is leading people to God rather than man, we are fairly safe in accepting the ministry.  We will end this particular study by referring to a couple of the scriptures we used in the study on working of miracles. 

1.
Deuteronomy 13:1-4 (KJV) “If there arise among you a prophet, or a dreamer of dreams, and giveth thee a sign or a wonder, 4Ye shall walk after the LORD your God, and fear him, and keep his commandments, and obey his voice, and ye shall serve him, and cleave unto him.”3Thou shalt not hearken unto the words of that prophet, or that dreamer of dreams: for the LORD your God proveth you, to know whether ye love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul. 2And the sign or the wonder come to pass, whereof he spake unto thee, saying, Let us go after other gods, which thou hast not known, and let us serve them; 
2.
Matthew 7:19-21 (KJV)  "Every tree that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the fire. 20 Wherefore by their fruits ye shall know them. 21 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven."
